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HAZARDOUS CONDITIONS DEVELOPING 
DURING THE DAY 
When weather conditions warrant doing so, a 
decision to close schools will be made as soon as 
possible.  Junior high school students will be 
dismissed, followed by the senior high school 
students.  Elementary school students will be 
dismissed as soon as the buses arrive. 
 
In some instances, the school district may reverse 
this procedure by allowing the elementary students 
to be dismissed first.  In either case, 
announcements will be made that will detail the 
plan.  Afternoon kindergarten classes will not meet 
on days when schools are dismissed on the above 
schedule.  When school is closed, all school and 
community activities in district buildings are 
canceled. 
 
PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITY  
Parents are expected to anticipate early dismissal 
due to inclement weather and to make appropriate 
provisions for their children.

Parents just a few reminders:   
� Please remind your children to dress 
appropriately for outdoor recess. They will be going 
outside in cold weather.  Please have them bring 
coats, hats and gloves to stay warm when outside. 
� Please remind your children to wash their hands 
often to prevent the spread of colds/flu at home 
and in the classrooms. 
� Effective 2001, elementary students are not 
permitted to bring cough drops to school under 
any circumstances.  Please refer to the BASD 
policy in your Parent Handbook for review.  
  
Antibiotic Resistance:  What does it mean and 
how can you protect your family?  
Antibiotic resistance is defined as the ability of 
bacteria to change their cells so antibiotics do not 
kill them.  When your child is ill, you want them to 
get better fast so they can go to school and/or 
play.  Antibiotics are not always the best 
treatment.  Most sore throats are caused by 
viruses, which are NOT killed by antibiotics.  When 
antibiotics are used for a sore throat, only the 
GOOD bacteria that protect your child's throat are 
killed, allowing the BAD bacteria to take over.  This 
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may cause your child to become sicker or may help 
the bad bacteria to change and resist future 
treatment. So what can YOU do to protect your 
family from resistant bacteria? 
-Make frequent hand-washing a matter or routine 
for you and your family. 
-Check with your doctor to be sure you and your 
family are up-to-date on immunizations. 
-Trust your doctor to decide whether or not an 
antibiotic is appropriate for your child's sore throat. 
-When antibiotics are prescribed for a family 
member:  Discard any unused medicine; do not 
keep it to use again later.  Use the medicine only 
for the family member for whom it was prescribed.  
Finish the medicine as directed--KEEP TAKING 
THE MEDICINE even though the family member 
may feel better.  If the medicine is not completed 
the infection could return. 
This information is provided by the PA Coalition to 
Save Antibiotic Strength (PaCSAS).  The PaCSAS 
is a not-for-profit group comprised of the 
Pennsylvania  Medical Society, the Pennsylvania 
Medical Society Alliance, the Commonwealth' s 
major health plans, and a number of other 
physician organizations. 
  
Please notify the nurse if there are any changes 
in your child’s health status.  We would like to 
keep your child’s health record current and up to 
date to ensure proper care while your child is 
attending school. 
  
Please keep your Emergency Card information 
current:  Any time you have phone number 
changes, either at home, work, or for an alternate, 
please notify the health room so we can keep your 
child’s emergency card current.
