It is impant that you have a solid understanding of the
characters, setting and plot in the book you cheosee there will be a graded assessment when you
return to school. (So, if you were wondering, “Bdleis count?” It does!)

As you read your book, some key ideas you may tearemember:

« Highlight parts that you want to discuss or shanenmvyou return to school;

* Make note of any interesting or unknown vocabulaoyds;

* Question the author; write your questions in thegmaas a strategy to help you better
understand the plot;

* Make predictions as you read and revise your ptiedi€ as you learn more;

« Make use of your inferring skills as you read sinoest authors have messages that are not
easily recognized as part of the plot...what is tesrte of your novel?

When you return to school in fall, remember to griyour book with you. We look forward to
kicking off the year with great discussions abaatrysummer reading!
