* Make predictions as you read and revise your ptiedi€ as you learn more;

« Make use of your inferring skills as you read simoest authors have messages that are not easily
recognized as part of the plot...what is the themgoaf novel?

When you return to school in fall, remember to gryour book with you. We look forward to kickindfo
the year with great discussions about your sumesating!
