H1N1 Update 

Over the last few weeks, our schools have been experiencing a high rate of student absences. 
We will continue to monitor this situation and work closely with the parents/guardians of children 
who are ill. 

BASD continues to follow the practices identified through the information on our district website 
and letters previously sent to parents/guardians to minimize the impact of the H1N1 virus. These 
measures include: monitoring student enrollment, reinforcing hand washing at school, and 

working closely with parents/guardians of children that may be ill. 

We encourage all parents/guardians to consult with your family physician related to any 
medical concerns you may have and/or possible treatment/prevention options. It is also 
recommended from The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention that children stay home 
at least 24 hours after a fever is gone. BASD also recommends this practice to avoid

HEALTHROOM NEWS – MRS. HOLAUCKOCK & MRS. WEBB 

Growth, Vision, and Hearing Screenings 
The nurses are completing growth, vision, and hearing screenings for all NHUF students. 
Rechecks will be done for students who did not pass a screening the first time. If your child fails 
a vision or hearing re-screen, a referral for further medical evaluation will be sent home with your 
child and you will be notified of the referral by the school nurses.  
 
Cold and Flu Season 
 As the cold and flu season begins, here are a few reminders:  
●          Please remind your children to dress appropriately for outdoor recess.  
●          Please remind your children to wash their hands often to prevent the spread of colds/flu          
 at home and in your classroom  
●          The BASD medication policy does not allow elementary students to bring cough drops 

because they present a choking hazard.  
With parent permission students may have Chloraseptic spray or gargle during school 
hours to treat mild sore throats. Please consult your doctor if your child has a severe sore 
throat. 

●          If your child needs medication during school hours, please review the BASD medication  
policy in the NHUF school handbook or on the BASD website at 
http://www.boyertownasd.org/ under Services, Student Services, Health.            
Reminder: Students may not bring any medications to school. 

 
Head Lice: To effectively manage head lice infestations in school, the Boyertown Area School 
District has a strict No-Nit policy. The prevention and control of head lice begins in the home: 
parents should routinely check their children for head lice and not allow them to share hats, 
clothing, brushes, combs or sleeping bags with other children. Lice are small brown insects about 
the size of sesame seed and nits are yellowish white eggs which attach to the hair shafts which 
are generally found at nape of neck, behind ears, and at the crown of head. Symptoms of lice 
itching of scalp or red marks or scratches found on scalp and neck. If your child gets head lice, 
our policy requires parents to notify the health room. More information on head lice is available 
on the BASD website at http://www.boyertownasd.org/ under Services, Student Services, Health 
or from the school nurse. Please help us prevent head lice by following the policy and checking 
your children often.
